Inherent Risks of Skating: 

 Injuries related to slips, trips and falls 

 Injuries related to collisions with movable objects (e.g. other skaters) or fixed objects (e.g. boards) 

 Injuries related to the physical demands of the activity and /or lack of activity skills 

 Cold injuries due to insufficient clothing 

 Other risks normally associated with participation in the activity and environment 

 

Mandatory Item – Students will not be allowed on the ice if they do not have: 

 Helmet - Moody Park Ice Rink does not have enough helmets for all of our students. Therefore, if 

your child has an ice hockey helmet or a bike helmet, please have him/her bring it on the days when 

we have ice skating.  

 

Strongly Recommended Items 

 Gloves, jacket, clothing items appropriate for ice skating
